Unit 1 (Vocab)

Sykes-Picot Agreement – secret deal to carve up middle east

Balfour Declaration 1917 – British promise of homeland for Jews in Mid. East

Rowlatt Acts 1919 – British clampdown in India, led to Gandhi and massacre in Amritsar

McMahon Pledge – promised own nations in Mid-East

Mandates – territory looked after by LoN until declared ready for self-gov

T.E. Lawrence – promised independence to Arabs if they fought against Turks

Treaty of London 1915 – Italy to change sides (to entente) in exchange for land gains

Fourteen Points – Pres. Wilson’s 14 points, including No Secret Treaties (1 gun), freedom of seas (2 shoe), free trade (3 tree), Self-determination (5 hive), Polish corridor (6 sticks), League of Nations (7 heaven).

Self-determination – each minority group have own country, not governed by a different majority group

Anschluss – union with Austria (forbidden to Germany in the Tty of Versailles)

Article 231 – assigned war guilt to only Germany

Diktat – imposed terms of treaty/peace.  Germans referred to Tty of Versailles as a diktat.

Reparations – money and goods to be paid to allies from Germany

War debts – Everyone was in debt.  Many to US

Tty of Neuilly – w. Bulgaria and Allies

Tty of Sevres - Took away chunks of Turkey, gave it to Greece.  Turkey went to war and invaded to get land back.  LoN showed unwillingness to defend decisions when they officially gave back the land with Tty of Lausanne

Tty of Trianon – ended WWI for Hungary

Tty of St.Germain – ended WWI for Austria

Tty of Versailles – Germany and Allies. Remember with DRAG CARS

Peace of Paris – ending WWII, included treaties and formation of League of Nations (LoN)

Collective security – 1 member breaks rules, all others gang up on it to prevent more breaking of rules.  NOT ALLIANCES.

Friedrich Ebert – 1st leader of Weimar Germany 1919-1933

Stab-in-the-back – Tty of Versailles as referred to by unhappy Germans

Economic Sanctions – LoN means of punishment for countries who broke rules

League of Nations – (LoN) doomed to fail, but led the way for supranational organizations

Lloyd George – British PM at end of WWI

Clemenceau – French PM at end of WWI

Woodrow Wilson – US  Pres at end of WWI

Polish Corridor – sea corridor for Poland, cut thru Germany leaving E. Germany cut off, opposite to self-determination

Rhineland – Land between Rhine and French border.  Demilitarized. 

Saar – German industrial area under Allied control with Tty of Versailles

Alsace-Lorraine – land going back and forth from Germany to France.  France post WWI

Revanche – revenge.  Clemenceau wanted on Germany.  

Also Gov. spending during depression

Keynes – came up with Economic Consequences of Peace

Economic Consequences of the Peace – book by Keynes saying Versailles was a peace bought by the total destruction of the opponent.

Gold standard – a standard that all currencies were matched up to.  Taking currency off gold standard, like Br did devalues currency

Hyperinflation – extremely rapid inflation – currency worthless

Revisionist powers – for gaining British aid for a homeland

Successor states – states that came from break-up of empires

Submerged nationality – living as part of a minority group in a country governed by a dif. majority group

Saisonstaaten – “states for a season” successor states from Peace of Paris. Unstable

Teschen – Poles disputed with Germany over.  Oil fields.

Women’s rights – ongoing struggle through this time. Advanced by necessity of women working during war

Ratification of Tty of Versailles – USA refused to ratify

Bolsheviks – Marxists, more radical, calling for immediate revolution

Bourgeoisie – upper class with land

Tsar Nicholas II – Tsar in power at time, became commander in chief. Dumb move.

Lenin – Bolshevik leader

“What is to Be Done” – Lenin’s pamphlet, calling for dictatorship

Mensheviks – Marxists. Wait for revolution to come.

Proletariat – common worker

Rasputin – drunken holy man who could “heal” haemophiliac son of Tsar.  Advised Tsarina and the gov, under her, went to shambles

WWI – world war with Br.Fr.Ru vs. Ger, Au.  

Tsarina Alexandra – advised by Rasputin, let gov. decline while Tsar was commander-in-chief

Russo-Japanese War – created to gain support for Tsar, was a series of defeats, lost popularity

1905 Revolution – in Russia, resulted in Duma

Duma – elected parliament

March revolution – Tsar out (abdicated) Provisional Gov in place

Provisional Government – dominated by constitutional democrats

Soviet – “council”

Order #1 – issued by Petrograd Soviet. Soldiers only obey orders by democratic vote

Sealed train – brought Lenin thru Germany from exile in Switzerland to Russia

April Theses – Peace, Land, Bread, All power to Soviet

Constituent Assembly – democratically elected after nov revolution threw out duma.  Only met once before Bolsheviks closed it down.

Denikin – white generals

July Days – premature uprising, suppressed

Kerensky – led provisional gov.

Verkhovsky Program – Kerensky said no to adopting Bolshevik ideas

Kolchak – white army generals

Kornilov Revolt – army general coup. Stopped by Lenin and Bolsh.

November Revolution – 1917 storm winter palace. Bolsh. Established control in Petrograd          

Trotsky – commander of Red Army, later purged when he lost power struggle to Stalin, assassinated in Mexico

Treaty of Brest-Litovsk – imposed on Russians by Germans including heavy reparations, coal and resources taken, a lot of land to Germany.  Formed template for Tty of V.

War Communism – Lenin declared in 1918. included forcible confiscation of property without compensation in order to supply the red army, and was strongly resisted.

Red Terror – means of ruling by bolsh forces.  Included hangings, secret police and making examples of people. 

Cheka – soviet secret police

Civil War – reds(Bolsheviks) vs. whites (democratic forces)

Czech Legion – came across Russia from east, to return home to Czechoslovakia.  Bolsh promised independent czecho. They fought with reds, killed tsar and family, turned and marched back east, got boats, got home.  

New Economic Policy – Lenin replaced war comm. With NEP allowing limited land ownership for peasants and growth of kulak class, limited private ownership of small businesses (ex. Of lenin’s pragmatism.)

Kulaks – peasants who own land

Russo-Polish War – Poland attacked Russia for land gains. Got them.

Democracy – a government with supreme power vested in the people and exercised by them or their elected agents. 

Franchise – right of voting and citizenship

Secret ballot – personal vote kept secret so fear of attack for voting against them is not an issue

Opposition – party not in power

Rule of law – principle that no one is above the law

Communism – based on no classes, common ownership of resources.  Actually turned out as classless system, gov ownership of resources with a totalitarian dictator. 

Proletariat – common working class

Bourgeoisie – upper class with land

Class struggle – ongoing struggle between classes that proletariat “destined to win”

Elite – aristocracy, privileged class based on wealth or family

Leninism – political and economic theories of Lenin (eg – revolution needed to overthrow capitalism)

Command economy – gov. manages economy

Dictatorship of the proletariat – proletariat needs dictator

Socialism – property and wealth are controlled by community

Welfare state – aid to citizens of a society by gov. or other groups

Revisionism – departing from bolsh ideology



Countries that wanted to revise Tty of Versailles

Capitalism – economic system based on private ownership of industry

Free enterprise – capitalism without any gov regulation

Laissez-faire – capitalism without any gov regulation

Capital – money, ownership of stuff that’s worth money

Competition – multiple companies producing same product, competing for buyers

Fascism – a totalitarian politician system with the goals of the nation more important that individual goals.  Leader is always right.  

Totalitarianism – centralized government with absolute control by one political party

Leadership principle – loyalty to leader. Fascist idea

Nationalism – a feeling of devoting to national interest, national unity and national independence.  

Racism – discrimination and hate towards an ethnic group of people

Social Darwinism – fascist idea. Survival of the fittest in politics.  The leader is entitled by the fact he is stronger to exploit and kill the weak.

Imperialism – empire building

Conservatism – favouring tradition and gradual change.  

Liberalism – individual liberty most important goal.  Individual’s rights and equal opportunity.

Anarchism – a society without government or law. Substitution of associations of groups of people for the state.  Based on faith in the individual. 

Aristocracy – a state ruled by a privileged class.  Based on belief that elite know better than common man how to rule.  

Autocracy – a system of government in which unlimited power is formally vested in one person, a monarch ruling without restriction.  

Bureaucracy – any form of gov with power concentrated in administrative bureaus, often equated with formalism, red tape and over-organization.  

Colonial – a government set up by a group of people in a foreign territory subject to the parent state.

Constitutional – a gov subject to the provisions and limitations of a written and enforced constitution

Despotism – gov by ruler who uses unlimited absolute authority to achieve his goals. 

Dynasty – a long sequence of rulers from the same family

Interim – a temp or provisional gov set up while admin changes as a result of cabinet shake up, a sudden death, etc

Nazism – national socialism, a brand of fascism. Anti-Semitic, anti-communist, anti-pacifist, anti-liberal.

Occupation – a gov set up by the military to control an area taken by force

Oligarchy – a gov in which a few people (clan or clique) have power

Plutocracy – a gov in which the wealthy class rules

Representative – a system of gov in which appointed or elected agents act for a group of people. 

Republic – a state in which the people are represented by elected agents

Theocracy – system of gov by people who claim a divine right to rule

Tribe – social and economic group usually in a primitive or nomadic state acting under a chief. 

-cracy = state

-archy = rule

-ism = doctrine

Russian Revolutions

**See Russian Revolution Chronology Sheet for 1861-1918**

1918 - Treaty of Brest-Litovsk.  Huge losses to Germany and 6 million marks in reparations.**Western Allies resented Russia’s betrayal (Russia refused its war debts and published secret documents re: territory gains) 

Various areas declared independence including Western Ukraine, Georgia, Azer Baijan, Armenia

July –Lenin declared “War Communism.  Forcible confiscation of property without compensation in order to supply the red army.  Strongly resisted. 

1919 – Comintern set up (international communist group)

1919-22 - Civil War (Reds vs. Whites)


Red army reconquered Georgia, Azer Baijan, Armenia and W. Ukraine.  Baltic states remained independent.  Poland seized large part of W. Ukraine in Russo-Polish war of 1920. Red Terror.

1921 – Kronstadt Mutiny (Russian naval base on Baltic Sea) Lenin called it “The flash that lit up reality” and ended War Communism, repacing it with the New Economic Policy (NEP).  This allowed limited land ownership for peasants (led to growth of kulak class), limited, private ownership of small businesses.  An example of Lenin’s pragmatism. 

1922 – Establishment of the USSR and Tty of Rapallo with Germany

1924 – Lenin died(series of strokes). No definite successor, no end for NEP.  Power struggle between Stalin and Trotsky.  Lenin, in his testament, favoured Trotsky but Stalin had that suppressed.

Stalin then used his political muscle in the party to have Trotsky:

1925 – dismissed as war commissar

1926 – expelled from polit buro

1927 – expelled from communist party (Stalin was in total control by now)

1929 – forced into exile

1926 – Tty of Berlin (continuing Tty of Rapallo)

1927 – Chiang-Kai-Shek broke with Stalin

1928 – First 5 Year Plan.  Administered by GOSPLAN (central planning agency) Aims:

1. to industrialize without the use of foreign capital

2. to bring labour force under state control

3. to get rid of the kulaks and shift peasants to cities for industrial labour

4. to move Russian heavy industry behind the Urals

5. to get ready to repel invasion

1929 – Most farms were collectivised. Much resistance – destruction of crops, killing of livestock, famine especially in W. Ukraine(bread basket of Europe) Deliberate starvation led to 2-3 mil deaths.

1930-33 – famine

1931 – Japan invaded Manchuria

1932 – Non-Aggression Pact with France

1933 – Recognition of USSR by the USA


First Purge of Party

1933-37 – Second 5 year Plan

1934 – Murder of Kirov


USSR admitted to the LoN

1935 – Soviet-French Mutual Assistance Pact


Formation of Popular Fronts against fascism

1936 – new constitution


show trial of the 16 original Bolsheviks

36-38 – purges

1937 – Show trial of the 17 original Bolsheviks (now only Stalin left of old Bolsheviks)


purge of the army officers

1938 – Start of 3rd 5 Year Plan

1939 – Nazi-Soviet Non-Aggression Pact

November Revolution Peg System – 

1 Gun – Mar8 Strikes and Demonstrations

2 Shoe – Mar14 – Order #1

3 Tree – Mar14-16 – Establish provisional government

4 Door – Mar16 – Abdication of Tsar

5 Hive – Apr16 – Lenin’s April Theses

6 Sticks – July Days uprising

7 Heaven – Aug28 – Kornilov counter-coup

8 Gate – oct22 – Lenin returns

9 Vine – Nov7 – Storming of the Winter Palace (takeover Provisional government)

10 Hen – Nov8 – Lenin’s decrees on Land and Peace

Hitler – Austrian by birth, then German. tried illegal take-over and failed, turned to legal means.

November Criminals – gov officials who signed Tty of Versailles were called this

Freikorps – old German soldiers, right-wing

NSDAP – Nazi party

Invasion of the Ruhr – France and Belgium invaded Ruhn, people unhappy

Beer Hall Putch – Hitler’s illegal attempt to take control. Failed

Ludendorff – nationalist, famous, co leader of beer hall putch

Mein Kampf – “my story” – Hitler’s publication of his plans and ideas, written while in jail after putch

Dawes Plan – new plan for the payment of German reparations

Stressemann – German chancellor before Hitler. Ended hyperinflation. Later foreign minister-Locarno

Tty of Locarno – Germany, France and Belgium promise to respect borders

Bruning – next German Chancellor

Article 48 – part of Weimar constitution that allowed the president to rule by decree

Great Depression – affected whole world

Von Papen – next German Chancellor

Von Schleicher – Chancellor prior to Bruning, very influential throughout

Polarization – voters voted for extremes, little support for moderate parties

Mussolini – became Italian dictator

Fascio di Comattimento – national combat groups led my Mussolini

March on Rome – “marched” in trains b/c he was actually asked to form new parliament

Acerbo Law – whoever had 2/3 of the seats had the power

Matteotti – socialist deputy who criticized Mussolini and was murdered

Il Duce – “the leader” Mussolini’s title

OVRA – Italian secret police

Lateran Accord – with Catholic Church – Vatican city theirs, they stay out of politics

Stalin – late-comer to Bolsheviks (used to be a Menshevik) secretary, had power

Trotsky – successful war commandant

1st 5 Year Plan – industrialization plan

collectivization – declared the farms were all gov owned

OGPU – USSR secret police

Isolationism – US policy of isolating itself from Europe. No trade

Ku Klux klan – dangerous white English protestant racist group

18th Amendment and Volstead Act – prohibition of alcohol (till 33)

Warren Harding – Pres till ’23. corrupt. Teapot dome scandal. Isolationism

Immigration Act – limited # of immigrants, didn’t want Asians

Sacco & Vanzetti – Italian anarchists – executed. Ex of US paranoia with immigrants

Fordney-McCumber Act – protectionism/isolationist

Calvin Coolidge – PM after Harding

Dawes Plan – credit to Europe, german reparation plan

Henry Ford – owner of Ford car manufacturing. Good wages and benefits to discourage unions

Fordism – idea of good treatment of workers to discourage forming of unions

Buying of the margin – only some actual money into stock market, the rest in loans

Stock market boom – busy market, increase in prices

Al Capone – US gangster

Overproduction – too many goods, not enough consumer money to buy goods

Low wages – bad, people don’t have enough money to buy consumer goods

Young Plan – 1930 gave credit to Europe

Smoot-Hawley Act – 1930 protectionism/isolationism act

Unit 3 (Vocab)
100 days – Roosevelt’s first 100 days in office in which he passed 15 bills (very high #)

Dust Bowl – Oklahoma area turned into dust bowl b/c of heavy farming, leaving many farmers out of work.  Drought and wind cause it.

Hoovervilles – shanty towns during Depression in USA

Alphabet agencies – Roosevelt established them to reduce unemployment.  Eg. AAA, UPA, CCC, TVA, NRA

Huey (Kingfisher) Long – senator from Louisiana, against Roosevelt, created idea of “Share our Wealth”

Share our Wealth – Longs’ idea of program to redistribute wealth – fortures of rich to the poor, pension, minimum wage, shorted work week

Father Coughlin – Catholic priest against Roosevelt, nearly fascist, set up National Union of Social Justice

National Union of Social Justice – fascist-like program led by Charles Coughlin

Francis Townsend – country doctor against Roosevelt, appealed to old with revolving pensions

Revolving Pensions - $200/month to every citizen over 60, if they retired and spent it all during the month

Social Security Act – Aug ’35. established old age pensions

Sick Chicken Case – Supreme Court ruled against Roosevelt ideals in case, claiming state problem, not national.  Roosevelt threatened to pack the court with his own men, never had to.

Wagner Act – helps workers

CIO – Committee for Industrial Organization – aided Roosevelt in election

2nd New Deal – not as effective as first, but put into place after problems with reduced government spending

Greater East Asia Co-Prosperity Sphere – Japanese empire building under a nicer name.  Started with Manchuria

Fuhrer – “leader” Hitler’s name for position once he had been appointed and elected into power.  

Conscription – Hitler reinstated mandatory conscription

Rhineland re-militarized – by trickery (men marched over area during day, some ferried back at night, and marched over again next day to make illusion of more troops) was a direct breach of Tty of Verailles and Tty of Rapallo

Anti-Comintern Pact – Germany-Japan ’37.  anti-communist alliance, later Italy joined and became Tripartide Pact

Anschluss – Germany annexed Austria (forbidden by Tty of Versailles).  Took over days before plecibite for fear people would decide against joining Germany.  

USSR

Kirov – popular socialist leader in USSR, killed

Popular Front – Bolshevik and Socialist front

NEP – Lenin’s New Economic Policy, plans to restore economic stability

Command economy – central planned economy 

Collectivization – all land owned by gov.

Kulaks – land-owning peasants, very upset about collectivization

5 Year Plans – plans for industrializing Russia, with targets for each industry

GOSPLAN – state planning commission organized all industry

Magnitogorsk – industrial city moved beyond Urals to keep safe from attack

Stakhanovism – modified numbers to create workers hero, show a hard worker as a good example who got more pay to encourage all other workers

OGPU/NKVD – state security of USSR

Trial of the 16 – trial of 16 old Bolsheviks.  All pleaded guilty of crimes they didn’t commit and were executed ‘36

Trial of the 17 – rest of the original Bolsheviks tried and executed ‘37

Purge of the Red Army – Stalin took our majority of army leaders (Great Terror)

Bukharin – old Bolsh purged in trials

Germany

Bruning – German Chancellor 30-32

Von Papen – German Chancellor 32-33, plotted to put Hitler in to get back at von Schleicher

Von Schleicher – German Chancellor 33, took out Von Papen

Polarization – no middle political support.  Voters for far left or right

Reichstag Fire – parliament building burnt down, Nazis blamed of enemies, declare emergency decree

Emergency Decree and Enabling Act – all power to the leader

SA – Brownshirts – general Nazi party troops

Roehm – head of SA, lots of power, wanted more, was killed in night of long knives

Night of Long Knives – Roehm killed, along with many other political enemies.

Dolfuss – chancellor of Austria.  Assassinated 34 by a Nazi coup attempt

DAF – Nazi trade union, abolished real trade unions

Gauleiter – provincial leader, below Fuhrer.

Hitler Youth – exciting, indoctrinating youth organization

Himmler – school teacher.  Head of the SS and Gestapo

SS – black uniforms, originally Hitler’s bodyguards

Gestapo – secret police

Lebensraum – living space for superior race – Poland, Ukraine etc

Rearmament – against Tty of Versailles – airplanes and force conscription

Nuremberg Laws – no rights for Jews

Goebbels – propaganda minister, “popular enlightenment”

Goering – head of Luftwaffe

Kristallnact – “night of broken glass” riots and destruction of Jewish homes, businesses, and synagogues

World Disarmament Conference – 32-33.  Hitler sabotaged it, walked out.  Conference was working towards disarming the world

Collective security – not working.  Some countries decide not to enforce, treaties undermine system

Japanese invasion of Manchuria – Japan given no punishment, showed LoN unwilling to act against aggressors

Lytton Commission – sent to investigate Japan

German-Polish non-aggression Pact – 34. Hitler wanted lebensraum, lulled Poland into security and his east border kept safe, knowing he would later break tty.  Occurred before remilitarization

Stresa Front – Agreement between Italy, France and Britain.  Br naval agreement and invasion of Ethiopia broke it

Anglo-German Naval Agreement – Britain let Germany have small Navy (% of British)

Invasion of Abyssinia – Italy invaded

Hoare-Laval Agreement – secret deal between Br/Fr to carve up Ethiopia

Luftwaffe – German air force (against Tty of V.)

Spanish Civil War – Franco (nationalist, helped by Italy and Germany) vs. socialists (and USSR) Franco won

General Francisco Franco – Nationalist leader, because dictator

Guernica – town in Northern Spain where blanket bombing tried out

Non-intervention – Britain’s policy towards mainland European events

Rome-Berlin Axis – Italy-Germany agreement, later to Japan and Tripartite Pact

France-Russian Pact – 34. France protecting itself against Germany by surrounding Germany with French allies

Maginot Line – big wall on French German border

Appeasement – Chamberlain’s policy towards Nazi territorial advances

Neville Chamberlain – British PM during WWII

Edouard Daladier – French PM in Munich Pact and appeasement

Sudetenland – western edges of Czechoslovakia with industry, given to Hitler

Munich Pact – let Germany have Sudetenland, no more

Pact of Steel – Italy-Germany

Bohemia-Moravia – 39 Hitler took over rest of western Czech

Guarantee to Poland – Br/Fr. Promised to come to Poland’s aid if Hitler invaded

Nazi-Soviet Non-Aggression Pact – British too slow to accept offer, so Germany did.  Germany and Russia secretly planned to divide Poland after

Oil embargo on Japan – directly led to decision to attack Pearl Harbour

Stalin’s Rule

1. Collectivization

by 1929 most farms collectivized.  Much resistance, led to deliberate starvation in Ukraine

Results – 


By 1940, 25 mil small farms were collective, livestock numbers down


20million peasants to cities by 1939

2. Industrialization


1928-38 USSR had highest rate of industrial growth (others in Depression)


iron, steel, tractors, very high industrial output.

Many workers believed totally in the cause and worked hard while others had to be coerced.  Stakhanovism.  Purges!!

Foreign Policy of the 3rd Reich

1931 – Japan invaded Manchuria.  LoN responded with Lytton Commission

1933 – Hitler withdrew Germany from LoN, Lytton commission criticized Japan, they withdrew

1934 – 1)Hitler signed non-aggression pact with Poland. 2)Austrian Nazis attempted a coup, murdered leader Dolfuss, Italy forced Germany to back down.  

1935 – 1)Saar voted to return to Germany (had been league mandate) 2)Hitler resumed conscription and rearmament. 3)Stressa Front between Br/Fr/It vs. Germany. 4)Anglo-German Naval Agreement of 35 German boats/100 British. 5)Italy invaded Ethiopia, Stressa collapsed.  

1936 – 1) Hitler remilitarized the Rhineland. 2)Austro-German relations restored. 3)Spanish Civil War broke out.  Nationalist rebels(fascist) vs. Republican gov(socialist).  Hitler and Mussolini aided Nationalists, Stalin made Republicans pay for his aid. 4)Rome-Berlin Axis formed. 5)Goering introduced his 4-year plan of expansion. 6)Stalin allowed Popular Front governments. Socialist/communist coalitions. 7)Anti-Comintern Pact formed by Germany and Japan in response to popular fronts.  

1937 – 1)Mussolini made first visit to Germany, signed anti-comintern pact which became Tripartite pact between Germany/Japan/Italy. 2)Hitler began to push for revision of eastern frontiers with Austria and Czechoslovakia.  Britain said it would not stand in the way. 3)Japan invaded China. 4)Nov. Hossbach Memorandum indicated Hitler’s warlike intent. 

1938 – 1)March Anschluss with Austria. 2)Hitler encouraged Sudeten Nazis to agitate for union with Germany. 3)May Chaimberlain flew to Berchtesgaden, said would not back France in threat of war on Germany if it were to take Sudetenland. 4)Chamberlain flew to Bad Godesberg, Hitler wanted self-determination for sudetenland. 5)Sept29-30, Munich conference with It/Ger/Br/Fr and Fr/Br agreed to German takeover of Sudetenland

1939 – 1)March, Hitler broke promise, took all of Czechoslovakia, Br/Fr gave Poland and Romania guarantee. 2)Aug, Nazi-Soviet non-aggression pact.  Britain and France declared war on Germany.
Unit 4

Persian Nationalism – 

Reza Khan led rebellion, overthrew gov, 1925 Khan became Shah of Persia, started reform program, 1935 Persia reverted to ancestral name Iran

Arab Nationalism – 

WWI – Ottoman Empire allied with Germany

1915 MacMahon Pledge promised independence to Arabs if they fought against Turks, “Great Britain is prepared to recognise and support the independence of the Arabs in all the regions within the limits demanded by the sheriff of Mecca”, and Lawrence of Arabia also promised same thing, BUT

1916 – Britain and Brance had made a secret deal, the Sykes-Picot Agreement, to carve up  middle east between them.  This is obviously contrary to other promises.  

1917 – GB issued the Balfour Declaration: “His Majesty’s government view with favour the establishment in Palestine of a national home for the Jewish people… It being clearly understood that nothing shall be done which may prejudice the civil and religious rights of non-Jewish communities in Palestine…”

1920 – France takes of Syria and Lebanon as mandates, Britain takes mandates of Palestine, Trans-Jordan and Iraq.  Zionists are encouraged, Palestinians discouraged.  Anti-Zionist riots erupt.  

1922 – LoN confirms Britain’s mandate and the objective of building a national home for the Jews.  

1929 – Mre anto-Zionist riots over holy sites and increasing land sales to Jews. 

1933 – Hitler to power. By 1936 the Jewish population in Palestine is up to 30% of total pop. 

1936 – Arab revolt, Palestinians demand end to Jewish immigration and British rule, want independence.  Violence continues.  Zionists adopted aggressive defense against attacks. 

1937 – Peel Commission recommends the partition of Palestine into Jewish and Arab zones

1939 – WWII breaks out. Br rejects Reel Comission and proposes to limit Jewish immigration and make the Jewish zone much smaller. Both sides are displeased. Zionists begin attacking British installations. 

1944 – Radical Zionists declare war on Britain in Palestine.

1945 – Truman suggests British accept 100,000 holocaust survivors in Palestine. Arabs outraged. 

Ibn Saud became King of Saudi Arabia in 1932


China – comms vs. nationalists fighting each other and Jap.  Long March.


India – 

1919 Montague-Chelmsford reforms turn India into dynarchy.  Each province has Indian minister for health, edu, agriculture and British for finance, army, police and courts.  

People in India unhappy, Satyagraha (non-violent resistance) against British, they overreact.  Amritsar massacre occurs.  

Gandhi and Congress Party (Hindu) wanted united, independent India, Hindus and Muslims at peace, untouchables raised

Jinnah and Muslim League wanted India for Hindus and Pakistan for Muslims

1947 – India and Pakistan split, and declared independence

Unit 5 (Vocab)
Last European War

Blitzkrieg – German attack tactic involving bombing, then tanks and infantry in truck into area.  Very fast!

Winter War – USSR vs. Finland

Phony War – after start of German expansion, West ready, no war came

BEF – British Expeditionary Force.  The army fighting in France

Narvik – Norwegian port supplying Nazis with heavy water, Britain went to attack and take it over, but Nazi forces got there first. 

Quisling – set up as puppet leader of Norway, a “Quisling” was associated with treachery

Churchill – British PM.  Appeasement

Ardennes – hills in the French border thought to be impassable, but the Germans invaded through them.  Surprised the allied forces

Dunkirk – French port where BEF and allied forces cornered by Germans, evacuated across the channel in Operation Dynamo

Petain – Set up as a German puppet ruler in Vichy France

Vichy – German puppet pro-nazi region, so unoccupied by Germany, led by Petain

Luftwaffe – German air force

Charles deGaulle – leader of the Free French, claimed to represent all of France

Mers-el-Kebir – where Britain sunk French fleet, after France fell, for fear of it falling to the foreign foes. 

Operation Sea-Lion – German attack on Britain

Battle of Britain – battle for control of the skies

Blitz – time of persistent bombing of British cities

Rommel – head of Afrika Korps, fighting in North Africa, involved in plot to kill Hitler, was killed after plot failed. 

Battle of the Atlantic – U-boats vs. supply convoys

Tripartite Pact – 1940 Germany, Japan, Italy allied

Final Solution – Hitler’s program to exterminate Jews.  Involved euthanasia of old and mentally ill, death squads, concentration camps to death camps with crematories and gas chambers. 

Second World War

Lend-Lease Bill – US bill to get around isolationist bills, lend weapons to countries whose defense was vital to American security in exchange for the lease of land in British controlled land for use as US military bases

Arsenal of Democracy – refers to the USA and it’s industrial power

Tojo – former Japanese war minister who took over leading of Japan

Barbarossa – German attack on USSR

Great Patriotic War – Russia defending against monster fascist threat.  Mostly refers to all of WWII because Russia spent most of it fighting against Germany

Scorched earth – Russian forces retreating left a path of destruction making it difficult for German forces to follow

Pearl Harbour – Dec 7, Japanese surprise attack on US fleet in Pearl Harbour, Hawaii.  Some suspicion about US intelligence and communication of prior to attack.

Singapore – strong British naval base taken by Japanese forces

Chiang Kai-Chek – Leader of the Kuomintang (KMT) nationalist forces who the world accepted as representing China.  

Second Front – Stalin wanted allies to open up a second front in France.  They agreed, but to do so in the next year.

“Bomber” Harris – leader of the RAF, planned major bombings of German industrial cities.  Criticized for immense civilian casualty numbers resulting

El Alamein – turning point battle in North Africa, Allied forces beat Afrika Korps and started driving them out of Africa

Operation Torch – taking/defense of N. Africa and starting to work way up Italy, the ”soft underbelly of Europe”, ended up being very difficult.

Stalingrad – Turning point battle. German attack on Stalingrad, were beaten back, started German retreat.  Russian used pincer movements to catch German troops

Casablanca – site of start of Operation Torch and the Casablanca Conference where allies decided they would only accept unconditional surrender. 

Invasion of Sicily – led to Mussolini being out of power

Republic of Salo – Mussolini’s puppet state in northern Italy after he was kicked out of Italian power

Tito – Yugoslavian Communist leader who did not take orders from USSR

Kursk – HUGE Russia vs. Germany tank war.  Russia won b/c more and better tanks

Teheran Conference – 1st meeting of Churchill, Roosevelt and Stalin, plans for opening 2nd front, land division etc. 

Battle of Leyte Gulf – largest naval battle, to gain Philippines back from Japan

Operation Overlord – retaking of mainland Europe

D-Day – Invasion of Western Europe.  June 6th 1944

V1 – German unmanned rockets, very small, fast and hard to detect.  Effective, but not put into full production.

V2 – German fast, big, long-range rocket, very destructive, but developed to late.

Von Stauffenberg – headed a plot to kill Hitler, failed, led to 5000 suspects and families killed out of suspicion)

Battle of the Bulge – last German attempt to fight back through Ardennes.  1945

Warsaw Rising – Polish home army pushed out occupying Germans, 300,000 Poles died.  Russian army was just outside city, waiting, went in at last minute to finish.  


Conclusions in Europe

Yalta Conference – 1945, decided Germany demilitarized, denazified, occupied in 4 zones, Berlin occupied in 4 zones, USSR join war against Japan in 3 months, UN set up.  

Margenthau Plan – a plan made to de-industrialize Germany, turn into farming country, not used.  

Oder-Neisse Line – line which became western front in Poland

Occupation zones – Br/Fr/US/USSR would each occupy a zone of Germany and of Berlin

United Nations – international organization set up to replace LoN. 

Security Council – made decisions on whether or not to intervene in different situations.  permanent members were USSR, USA, Br, Fr, China, they had Veto Power

IMF – International Monetary Fund, to lend money to struggling countries

World Bank – same idea as IMF, as well as to prevent rapid fluctuation in exchange rates.  

GATT – General Agreements of Tariffs and Trade

River Elbe – river where western forces stopped in Germany, waited for USSR to meet.  Became the border between West and East in Germany

Truman – US president had to take over half way through post war decisions because Roosevelt died

Doenitz – German navy commander who had to be Fuhrer after Hitler died and hand Germany over

Potsdam Conference – Stalin, Truman, Attlee there, Stalin wanted East Europe, forced relocation of Germans, they decided on 4 zone occupation of Germany, Berlin, Austria, control council to oversee, Nuremberg war trial to punish war criminals, reparations decided upon within each zone.  

Clement Attlee – British PM elected after Churchill

Control Council – to run Germany post war

Nuremberg trials – trial for Nazi war criminals, but not many tried compared to number involved.  *Nuremberg laws stripped Jews of rights, Nuremberg trials sentenced those responsible

Iron Curtain – line across Europe where Soviet forces extended to.

Benelux Agreement – 1944 agreement for a free trade area between Belgium, Netherlands and Luxemburg.  Prototype for European Union


Conclusions in the Far East

Hiroshima – first city to have atomic bomb dropped on it.  “little boy” nickname of bomb

Nagasaki – Japanese bombed city. Bomb nicknamed “fat man”

Manhattan Project – US research and production of atomic bombs

Douglas MacArthur – westerner looking after southwest pacific

Ho Chi Minh – N. Vietnamese communist leader

Vietminh – communist movement/force led by Ho Chi Minh

Bao Dai – corrupt US puppet self declared leader of independent south Vietnam

Congress Party – in India, Hindu, led by Nehru and Gandhi

Nehru – leader of Congress party, later PM of India

Partition – India for Hindus and Sikhs, Pakistan for Muslims

Jinnah – leader of Muslim party in India, Father of Pakistan

Pakistan – “Land of the Pure” Muslim country

Kashmir – the divided province, still contested now.  Hindu prince with mostly Muslim people in area.  Fighting, cease-fire line formed border between India and Pakistan, so state divided between the countries.  

Mao Zedong – Leader of communist party in China, fought/revolution and pushed Chiang Kai-Chek and the KMT into Taiwan.  Founded People’s Republic of China.

Chinese Civil War – Chiang Kai-Chek (nationalist, KMT) vs. Mao Zedong (communist)

People’s Republic of China – Mao’s China, mainland.  

Taiwan – Chiang’s empire.

Allied Conferences
Atlantic Conference – liberation, not territorial gains

43 – Casa Blanca – only unconditional surrender

43 – Teheran – start 2nd front in France against Germany

45 – Yalta – denazification, demilitarization, division etc

45 – Potsdam – division, control council, war trials, disagreed on reparations.

World War Two Chronology
1939, Sept1 – Germany invaded Poland. Poland fell within weeks because of Blitzkreig tactics. {Poles did capture a German tank containing an Enigma machine, shipped it to Britain and they then had a way to decode the German messages sent}

1939 Sept-1940 Apr – Phoney War in the West

1939-1940 – Winter War Finland vs. USSR

1940 Apr – Germany invaded Denmark and Norway to secure iron ore supplies from Sweden {Norway was source of heavy water, useful in development of atomic bombs, but the power station was blown up by somebody British? Norwegian?}

1940 May – Hitler invaded Belgium, Holland and France using the Manstein Plan (fake to go through Belgium, but then attack France through the Ardennes).  They fell in 6 weeks, British army surrounded at Dunkirk.  Hitler did not press his advantage and British forces were evacuated.  

1940 June – Italy entered the war by invading France ineffectively.  They were pushed back because they had poor organization and officers.

1940 July – Britain sank the French fleet at Mers-el-Kebir to prevent it from going to Germans.  French were upset.

1940 Aug-Sept – Battle of Britain. Luftwaffe vs. RAF to control skies over English channel.  RAF won, invasion of Britain (Operation Sea-Lion) was cancelled.  Germany continued with its bombing of British cities (Blitz) and Britain responded with their own bomber offensive on German industrial cities led by “Bomber” Harris.  Meanwhile, Battle of Atlantic continued of German u-boats vs. British supply convoys.  

1941 June22 – Operation Barbarossa, German invasion of USSR.  Many errors were made by the Germans during this campaign including 1)repeated changes of target, redirection of armies, 2)ignorance of Russian conditions, mud, made blitzkrieg tactics not work well, 3)failure to equip armies for winter, 4)underestimation of soviet forces, 5)failure to gain support of the Ukraine. 

1941 Dec7 – Japanese attack on Pearl Harbour, US declared war on Japan

1941 Dec11 – Germany declared war on USA

1942 – Axis advancing, allies retreating, but turning point battles occurred in Fall 42. 


1)Midway.  US defeated the Japanese fleet, destroyed bulk of aircraft carrier fleet.  Beginning of Japanese retreat.  Island-hopping used by US.


2)El Alamein. British defeated Rommels’ Afrika Korps and began their retreat.


3)Stalingrad . Gen. Zhukov set trap, surrounded, destroyed German 6th army

1943 May – Turning poring in Battle of Atlantic(put spotlights under planes), Tehran conference, start of Italian campaign.  Allies invaded Sicily, mainland Italy, Mussolini deported, Italy surrendered, Germans came in and fought instead.  Difficult fight up Italy for allies.  Mussolini set up with Republic of Salo.

Causes of the Cold War

Cold War – a state of diplomatic tension between nations, especially between the East and West, and in particular the USSR and USA, deliberately maintained for the winning of economic and political advantage, without fighting on their home territory, and to influence nations not committed to either side.  

Lublin Committee –communist-polish committee recognized by Stalin as the gov of Poland

Potsdam Conference – Allies decided what to do with Germany

Division of Germany – 4 sectors, controlled by Russia, Britain, France, USA

Josef Tito – communist leader of Yugoslavia, but independent from Moscow.

Truman – US president post WWII

Iron Curtain – line of farthest reaching Soviet influence

Cominform – international communist group, orders from Moscow, co-ordinate comms world-wide

Comecon – to form integrated economic bloc of comm. Nations.  Trade agreements. 

Jan Masaryk – minister of Czechoslovakia, “fell” out window to death because he resisted takeover

Klaus Fuchs – British physicist who “betrayed secrets of atomic research to Russians”

Alger Hiss – served time for incorrect charge of espionage

Cambridge spy ring – 5 double agents, recruited while at Cambridge, for USSR.  Kim Philby leader.

NATO – North Atlantic Treaty Organization

Critical Developments of Cold War

Greek Civil War – Britain had to pull out b/c broke, US aid in, scared of domino theory

Truman Doctrine – provide support to countries fighting communism

Molotov Plan – Moscow’s version of Truman doctrine

Domino Theory – if one country (Greece) fell to communism, the rest (Turkey) would fall too.

Marshall Plan – Aid money to European countries to recover economically, with benefits to US

Dollar imperialism – US control over countries (Latin America) by economic superiority (Coca colonization)

Containment – policy adopted towards communism “don’t let it spread”

Bizone/Trizone – Br. US German bizone, then French zone in to form trizone w. Germany

Deutschmark – new west German currency, stimulated Berlin blockade

Berlin Blockade – Soviet forces closed all land routes to west Berlin, allies air lifted supplies in for year

Federal Republic of Germany – new name for trizone of west Germany

Konrad Adenauer – 1st chancellor of Fed. Rep of Germany

38th Parallel – line between N/S Korea

Syngman Ree – S. Korea President, corrupt US puppet

Kim Il Sung – comm. Dictator N.Korea – USSR puppet

Korean War – N vs. S Korea, June25 N armies attacked, US and UN forced help (UN able because USSR boycotted that day)

Douglas MacArthur – led forces in Korea, fired b/c disobeyed orders and attacked north of 38th parallel

SEATO – South-East Asia Treaty Organization

Warsaw Pact – Russia and controlled states, counter to NATO

Krushchev – leader after Stalin’s death

Secret Speech 1956 – secret, but meant to be spread, peaceful co-existence

Destalinization – removal of personality cult

Peaceful Co-existence – K’s policy to compete economically with US

Imre Nagy – Hungarian PM, withdrew from USSR, they invaded Budapest

Hungarian Uprising 1956 – 30,000 dead when Russian tanks invaded to oust Nagy

Sputnik – first space satellite – Russian

Arms race – USSR vs. USA quest for technological arms supremacy

Apollo Program – US space program in response to Sputnik

Fidel Castro – Cuban dictator

U2 incident – plane USSR shot down, pilot admitted to being CIA, stopped Paris Summit.

Paris Summit – Eisenhower, MacMillian, deGaulle and Khrushchev set to meet, K walked out b/c of U2

JFKennedy – new US pres

Bay of Pigs – attempted site of retaking Cuba

Berlin Wall 1961 – Soviet response to brain drain to west

Cuban Missile Crisis – Castro in power after Batista, Bay of Pigs embarrassment done, US stopped by Cuban suger as promised in Platt Amendment, Cuba started talking to USSR, USSR started installing nuclear missiles in Cuba, US “quarantined” Cuba, wanting missiles removed, Soviet ships moved towards Cuba, with intentions to enter, but then K ordered them back, sent 2 letters to JFK, he responded to 1st one and missiles were removed in exchange for US promised never to invade Cuba.  

Hot Line – after Missile crisis, direct line made from Kremlin to White House

Test Ban Treaty – no testing of atomic weapons in the atmosphere

Détente – standing down from high alerts

China, Middle East

Establishment of Israel – self-declared 1948

1st Arab-Israeli War 1948 – Arab response to creation of Israel.  They invaded, Israel pushed back, plus more and ended up with more land than they were originally given.  

Chinese Civil War – 46-49 Mao vs. Chiang

Mao Zedong – Chinese communist leader

Chiang Kai-Shek – Chinese KMT/nationalist leader

Gamal Abdul Nasser – 1954 PM of Egypt, nationalist, Suez Crisis, wanted to develop Egypt. 

Aswan Dam – Egypt wanted funding for it from USA, then got arms deal from Soviets, concerned US, sold surplus weapons to Algeria, France annoyed, but in Sept 1955 US agreed to finance it.  Then Nasser formed an anti-Israel alliance and recognized comm. China, so US withdrew funding for the dam, and, in order to get money for the dam, Nasser nationalized Suez Canal

Suez Crisis 1956 – Nasser nationalized Suez, so Br/Fr/Israel made plan. 1)Israel invade Egypt, 2)assumed that Egypt would respond, 3)Br/Fr would send ultimatum to both to stop, 4)Israel would, assumed Egypt would not, then 5) Br/Fr would invade Egypt, seize the Suez.  When Br/Fr invaded, condemned by USA and USSR, and US cut oil sales to Br/Fr, Suez was blocked, USSR threatened nuclear attack on Br/Fr, so Lester B. Pearson devised UN peacekeeping and UN forces moved into canal zone.  Br/Fr withdrew, major setback for the old imperial powers.  Also know as the 2nd Arab-Israeli War.

Eisenhower Doctrine – Truman doctrine applied to Asia (Korean, and Vietnam later)

Sino-Soviet Split – 50-Stalin gave some aid to PRC, 56 PRC critical of peaceful coexistence, 59-China clashed with India, USSR didn’t support, b/c it wanted more influence in India. K cancelled atomic aid package to China, Swimming Pool Summit. 60-open split between PRC and USSR at Communist Party meeting in Moscow. 62-PRC critical of K for giving in during Cuban Missile Crisis. 63-PRC criticized USSR for Test-Ban Treaty, USSR cut off all aid to PRC.  

Nationalism

Indo-China War 45-54 – Vietminh vs. French for independence

Ho Chi Minh – N. Vietnamese, Vietminh leader (communist too)

Dienbienphu – Vietnam site of end of Indo-China war

Geneva Agreement – Laos and Cambodia independent, Vietnam divided by 17th parallel into N/S with elections to be held in 2 years

17th Parallel – dividing line in Vietnam

Ngo Dihn Diem – corrupt S. Vietnam leader, catholic leading majority Buddhist population.

US advisors – troops sent in, but not called troops until later


Economic Integration
OEEC – Organization for European Economic Co-operations

GATT – General Agreement on Trade and Tariffs.

Bretton Woods Conference – before end of WWII, set up IMF and World Bank

IMF – International Monetary Fund

World Bank – like IMF, also regulates differences in currencies

Jean Monnet – came up with Schumann Plan

Schumann Plan – led to formation of ECSC

ECSC – European Coal and Steel Community (FBLING)

Benelux – free trade agreement between Belgium, Netherlands, and Luxembourg

Treaty of Rome 1957 – Set up EEC

EEC – European Economic Community, supranational organization

Common Agricultural Policy – subsidize food costs, control supply, led to mountains of grain sitting.  

EFTA – European Free Trade Agreement

Comecon – communist reply to common market, difficult b/c of poorer east


Social consequences
Military-Industrial Complex – companies who benefit from war, and are very influential in gov, for own good, not good of the people.  

Red Scare – threat in US that everyone could be a commie.

Joseph McCarthy – head of McCarthyism, red scare, HUAC. quickly became influential, then dropped.

HUAC – House on Un-American Activities Committee, held trials, made people miserable until they confessed and gave names of others.

Leavittowns – 1st suburbs.  Idea of commuting, keeping homes separate from city/businesses.  


Cold War Chronology

**See Cold War Lecture Notes Sheet**
1953 – Stalin died.  Malenkov, Bulganin and Khrushchev in power struggle, M’s new course more liberal, 1st H-bomb exploded, but also attempting to improve relations with West.  


Nagy to power in Hungary, too liberal, replaced by Rakosi

1954 – Geneva Accords on Vietnam

1955 – Warsaw Pact, in response to NATO, but liberalization, more Geneva agreements on ending occupation of Austria.

1956 – 1)K’s “Secret Speech” at 20th Party Congress, condemning Stalin’s personality cult, allowing dif paths to socialism and peaceful coexistence with West.  Reasons include a) Eastern Europe unrest since 1953 – 53-strikes and riots in E. Germany suppressed, unrest in Poland, suppressed by Polish Comm Party, Hungary began pursuing liberal policies and Moscow had to ease pressure before satellites blew and b) K needed to distance himself from Stalin’s excesses, so condemned his cult of personality.  


2)Following secret speech excitement in satellites. a)Oct revolts, riots in Hungary, b)oct24 Nagy re-instated, Soviet troops in, c)oct27 Nagy brought non-comms into gov,  d)oct28 negotiated withdrawal of Soviet troops, e)oct31 Nagy spoke of withdrawing Hungary from Warsaw Pact, too much for K, so f) nov4 Soviet troops invaded again, heavy fighting, 30,000 killed, 200,000 fled, Nagy overthrown, hardliner gov installed. 

3)Suez Crisis (see above in Vocab)

1957 – a)Eisenhower’s doctrine in, b)Sputnik launched, US alarmed

1958 – Berlin Crisis

1960 – Paris Summit, ended by U2 incident, (see Vocab) end of Peaceful Coexistence

1961 – Berlin Wall – stop movement of people from East to West


Europe Economics After 1945
1944 – Benelux proposed

1947 – Marshall Plan involved setting up of Organization for European Economic Cooperation to 1)liberalize trade, 2)allocate US aid, 3)improve the system of debt payments

1948 – Benelux set up, first step to European free trade area, talks about further union began

1949 – Council of Europe was set up by 10 Euro countries, but only advisory body, no power.  

1950 – 1)Jean Monnet proposed a scheme for free trade between France and Germany in coal, steel.  Convinced French foreign minister, Schumann, to adopt this – became Schumann Plan.


2)Talks between France and Germany

1951 – April-ECSC was set up with 6 members and a High Authority to which the member govs Gave up some power to a supranational body precessor of the Common Market.  Members were F-BLING (France, Belgium, Luxemburg, Italy, Netherlands, Germany)

1955 – Benelux countries suggest a broader economic union and talks began.  

1957 – Treaty of Rome established the European Economic Community (EEC) of F-BLING.  Aims were: 1)removal of trade barrier, 2)coordination of economic development, 3)removal of obstacles to movement of goods and capital, 4)common agricultural policy.  


DeGaulle came back to power and blocked the accession of Britain to the EEC as long as he was in power. Britain joined in 1973.

Vietnam War – Comm. N. Vietnam vs. S. Vietnam backed by US

Lyndon Johnson – US president after Kennedy shot, increased involvement in Vietnam

Tonkin Incident and Resolution – supposed Vietnamese boats attacked US navy ship in bay of Tonkin, gave excuse for war

Vietcong – N. Vietnamese guerrilla forces in S. Vietnam

Tet Offensive 1968 – N.V. Attack, US beat it, but televised so ppl at home saw horrors, support fell dramatically

Ho Chi Minh Trail – supply trail from N.V. Thru Cambodia and Laos, to VC in S.V. 

Richard Nixon – US president after Johnson – Vietnamization

Vietnamization – training of S. Vietnamese to fight, removal of US troops

Cambodia – heavily bombed/invaded to try and cut Ho Chi Minh Trail

Khmer Rouge – communists took over Cambodia. '70-75. Led by Polpot. Violent.

Boat people – refugees from S. Vietnam after comm. Victory

Ho Chi Minh City – when comms took over s.v., they renamed the capital Ho Chi Minh City (previouslySaigon)

Nicaragua – Sandinistas to power, CIA train contras to oust 

Sandinistas – left-wing political party

Contras – US supplied with weapons in order to oust Sandinistas

Salvador – US intervened in civil war vs. left wing

Allende – Chilean PM, started to nationalize some industries, trade agreement with USSR and talked with Cuba, CIA backed a coup to oust. General Pinochet in. 

Anwar Sadat – president of Egypt '78ish

OPEC – Organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries

Oil weapon – use of oil/cutting off the supply of oil by OPEC as a weapon against the West

Jimmy Carter – US president '77-'81

Camp David Accord – arranged peace between Israel and Egypt in '79

Soviet invasion of Afghanistan – “USSR's Vietnam” US backed Muslim fundamentalists 
to fight USSR forces.

Olympic boycott – 1980 – Carter objected to USSR in Afghanistan

Ayatollha Khomeini – fundamentalist Muslim who took over Iran '79 – displaced Shah

Iran Hostage-taking – embarrassing failure for Carter, Reagan sold arms to get them

Iran-Contra Affair – US sold arms to Iran (illegally), used $ to support Contras in 
Nicaragua(illegal too) when found out, Reagan and other high-ups denied knowledge, lied on the stand in court, blamed scapegoats including man named Oliver North

End of Cold War

Detente – moving back from brinkmanship (brinkmanship = coming really really close to conflict)

nuclear test ban treaty – no more testing in atmosphere – only underground

SALT I – Strategic arms limitation treaty, agreed to and ratified

ABM treaty – anti-ballistic missile treaty

MIRV – Multiple Independently Re-entry Vehicles

MAD – US arms race policy, mutually Assured Destruction, if you neuc us, we'll neuc u.

Non-Proliferation Treaty – no more countries with nuclear weapons

Helsinki Accords – accept Europe as divided, accept borders, better human rights, freer movement of people immigrating, Germany and Berlin to remain divided.

SALT II – same as salt I, but not ratified by involved countries

Cruise Missiles, Pershing2 and SS20 – means of getting around missile treaties, small, truck mounted missiles, unable to be verified or tracked.  

Star Wars (SDI) – Strategic Defence Initiative, crazy ideas to have lasers in space to disarm missiles on their way to targets, not technologically possible, military satellites, etc

Decline of Communism

Lech Walesa – Solidarity leader in Poland, later leader of Poland

Solidarity – anti-comm. Group in Poland, for human rights

General Jaruselski – led last comm. Polish gov, declared martial law, broke up Solidarity.

Gorbachev – USSR leader, reformer, not fast enough for some, too fast for others, popular at first, later overtaken by Yeltsin, brought in perestroika and glasnost.

Glasnost – freedom of speech, press etc

Perestroika – free trade/economy

Chernobyl – nuclear reactor explosion site. Thousands killed from radiation from blast

Alexander Dubcek – leader in Czechoslovakia, “socialism with a human face”, political parties allowed, Soviet army moved in, Dubcek removed and replaced

Prague Spring – 1968. unsuccessful revolution attempt.  Czechoslovakia led by Dubcek was reforming, soviets came in, Dubcek arrested, Husak in. 

Socialism with a Human Face – Dubcek's line for reform

Brezhnev Doctrine – right of socialist countries to intervene in other county, with force when socialism threatened.  

Vaclav Havel – leader of Velvet revolution in Czechoslovakia.  Poet/philosopher

Velvet Revolution – successful revolution in Czechoslovakia.

Ceaucescu – comm leader in Romania, had to be ousted by force, bloody, brutal dictator

CIS – Commonwealth of independent States.  Formerly USSR states.

Boris Yeltsin – wanted faster change. stood on tanks when old military attempted coup, gained people’s support, became leader of Russian after Gorbachev, sold off gov property unorderly and cheap.  

Nationalism in the late C20

Fall of Berlin wall 1989 – symbolized end of cold war

Erich Honecker – E.German leader, repressive, dumped by party

German Reunification – oct 30 1990 germany reunited by Br. Fr. US USSR

Breakup of USSR – union of Soviet states broke up, Ukraine, Belorus, Baltic states.  

Breakup of Soviet Bloc – satellites no longer under Soviet control.

Baltic States – individual states again Latvia, Lithuania, Estonia

Ukraine – original member of USSR, part of dissolving, poor, but free

Belorus – original member of USSR, part of dissolving

Breakup of Yugoslavia – self-determination into multiple states: Serbia, Bosnia, Slovenia, Croatia, Macedonia, Kosovo.  High nationalistic feelings, all states mixed populations, many difficulties

Kosovo – site of apparent ethnic cleansing, NATO forces had to move in to stop. 

Solidarity – party in poland for human rights and against comms

Moscow Coup 1991 -  old comms held Krushev in house arrest, tried to get Yeltsin in parlaiment, but he stood up on tank and declared that the army would not attack defenders of democracy, tanks left, he won hearts of the people, coup collapsed.But led to further moves for democracy.  

CND – Campaign for Nuclear Disarmament, international group

Gro Harlem Bruntland - 1st woman PM of Norway.  Wrote Limits to Growth report, concerned about environment, came up with sustainable growth

Margaret Thatcher – PM of Britain '79-'88. Conservative, extreme right, pragmatist, got along well with Regean, China, South Africa.  “There is no such thing as society”

Gulf War '91 – UN based operation

Saddam Hussein – Iraqi dictator supported by US before, not attacked by Bush

USA '63-'91

Civil Rights Movements – movements toward civil rights for blacks led by King.

Martin Luther King – black rights leader, awarded nobel peace prize, assassinated

Malcom X – more radical, own country within US, violence against whites

Race riots – '65 riots causing deaths in different places across country

Vietnam protests – protests against involvement in vietnam

Kent State – University in Ohio, shooting of 4 anti-war protesters by National guard

Watergate Scandal – Reagan was involved in burgling democratic party's HQ, found guilty, foul-mouthed and unscrupulous by presidential tapes recording all convos.  

Civil Rights Act – banned descrimination against blacks in hotels and restaurants, then prevention of use of literacy test to prevent blacks from voting

Great Society Program – Johnson's social reforms, edu, poverty, medicare

Black Power – aimed to end reliance of blacks on whites for jobs, dignity, culture, included Malcom X, black muslims, led by Elijah Mohammed, like Muhammad Ali, some wanted war against whites

Reaganomics – cut taxes and other, more private industry, poor will do better (not true)

Vietnam

1961 May – National Security Council (NSC) 52 made prevention of Communism takeover of S. Vietnam policy.


-DeGaulle advised against this


-But Kennedy sent in 7000 combat troops, yet didn't allow invasion of N.

1963 – Diem (corrupt) was assassinated with help of CIA


-Kennedy assassinated – L.B. Johnson in, more involvement in Vietnam.

1964 – Tonkin Incident(supposed small boats attacking US navy)

-Tonkin Resolution gave Johnson excuse.  BUT no declaration of war therefore illegal war.  Started bombing of N.Vietnam. (and Cambodia and Laos).  More troops in.

1966 – 390,000 troops in Vietnam

1968 – 550,000        “                   .

1968 Jan 30 – Tet Offensive (N. offensive, US won militarily, but horrors were televised, people in US horrified, no longer supported war) propaganda disaster for US

1968 March – Westmoreland asked for 206,000 more troops, secretary of Treasury said they couldn't afford it.  


-Nixon elected – Vietnamization(train S.Vietnamese to fight, pull US troops out.)

1970 – US troops invaded Cambodia

1971 – US troops invaded Laos - both to get rid of Ho Chi Mihn trail(supply line for Vietcong(VC) forces in S. Vietnam.)

1972 – Peace talks

1973 – Last troops out

1975 – S. Vietnam fell to N. Vietnam – all communist.  


-Boat people – refugees escaping by boat to neighbouring countries.  

Arms Race

'45 – First atomic explosion – US

'49 – Russian A-bomb


Britain nuclear

'52 – Hydrogen bomb – US

'53 – hydrogen bomb – USSR (not pure – pure bomb in '55)

'57 – Sputnik – rocket for nuclear war – InterContinental Ballistic Missile


France nuclear

'61 – 58 Megaton bomb (3000x Hiroshima) – USSR

'62 – US/USSR testing nuclear weapons


-Cuban Missile Crisis

'63 – Hotline (Kremlin to White House)


-Partial Test-Ban Treaty (underground only)

'64 – USSR Anti-Ballistic Missile (ABM)


china nuclear

'66 – US Multiple Independently Re-entry Vehicles (MIRV) on nuclear subs

'68 – Non-Proliferation Treaty (no more countries with nuclear weapons)

'72 – Strategic Arms Limitation Treaty (SALT) I


-ABM Treaty – limit sites

'79 – SALT II signed, not ratified.


- Pershing II and Cruise missiles (truck mounted and too small for verification)

'88 – US/USSR Intermediate Range Nuclear Forces(INF) Treaty to eliminate INFs

'91 – Strategic Arms Reduction Treaty (START) signed (cuts in long range weapons)

'98 – India and Pakistan test nuclear weapons (not following non-proliferation treaty)

US Policies throughout Arms Race

1. Massive retaliation

2. Flexible Response (respond in like – nuclear if attacked with nuclear)

3. Mutually Assured Destruction (MAD)

European Union Since 1963 – EXAMPLE OF INTERNATIONALISM

'57 – Treaty of Rome set up European Economic Union (EEC) (6 members – fbling)

'59 - “Outer 7” set up European Free Trade Area (EFTA)

'67 – EEC, ECSC, European Atomic Energy community joined to form European 
Community (EC)

'73 – Denmark, Ireland and UK joined EC (DeGaulle out of power)

'86 – Spain and Portugal joined EC (11)

'91 – Maastricht Treaty.  Aimed to achieve

1. greater political and economic integration

2. common environmental and technical standards

3. common currency

4. common military force

This was passed, but had to be ratified by all member countries, and not all have (yet).  Set up European Union (EU)

'93 – All member countries had ratified Maastricht Treaty, but some got exemptions from common currency (UK)

Gorbachev Revolution – fall of the USSR (C20 Viewpoints)

· wanted to stop arms race b/c Soviet economy failing, no money to continue

· withdrawal of troops from Afghanistan and e. Europe

· ”perestroika” - economic restructuring (moved from state socialism to free market economy) but people unhappy b/c food subsidies had to be removed too

· Boris Yeltsin was main opposition, wanted faster change

· Chernobyl nuclear plant exploded – thousands died in explosion and radiation sickness from exposure to plant.  

· “glasnost” - open-mindedness policy, to make society better

· free election in 1989, satellite states began taking own independence

· people leaving e. Germany through Hungary and Austria into W. Germany. 

· Berlin wall came down on nov. 10 1989 – symbolized end of cold war

· Sept 12 – 4 countries who divided Germany signed reunification

· Gorbachev popular in West, not in Russia.  Rival Yeltsin – he won president

· Moscow Coup – old comms tried a coup, Gorbachev under house arrest, tried to get Yeltsin with tanks, he stood up on tanks, declaring they would not attack defenders of democracy, tanks left.  People liked Yeltsin, Gorbachev resigned. 

· '91 Commonwealth of independent States (CIS) supranatinalism- no more USSR

· e. Europe states all wanted self-determination

US Presidents in this Period

Kennedy – into Vietnam '61-'63

Johnson – escalated Vietnam '63-'68

Nixon – vienamization '69-'74

Ford '74-'76

Carter – camp David accord, failed hostages '77-'81

Reagan – Iran-contra affair, got hostages '81-'89

Bush – '89-93

100 Flowers Campaign – Mao’s “invitation” for criticism to his gov, actually means of rooting out those who might cause problems later

Great Leap Forward – like the Soviet 5-Year Plans

Mountbatten – last Viceroy of India

Nehru – leader of Congress Party (Hindu) later leader of India

Congress Party – Hindu leading party

Jinnah – Muslim League leader, later Father of Pakistan

Muslim League – co-leading with congress party

Partition of India – Gandhi didn’t want, India for Hindus, Pakistan for Muslims

Communal violence – violence between Hindus, Muslims and Sikhs.

Kashmir – divided province.  Hindu prince, Muslim people. Cease-fire line goes right through it, half in India, half in Pakistan.

Pakistan – Land of the Pure, Muslim land

India-Pakistan war 1948 – Pakistan invaded Kashmir, Indian troops in, cease-fire in 1949 by UN.  

Nehru modernized coutry, raised standards of living, less inequality, fewer privileges for princes, civil rights to women and untouchables.  India’s biggest problem was it’s population growth.  

Mrs. Gandhi was next as PM, declared state of emergency to rule with all power, arrested opposition, had a 20 point program for improvement, lost election, then gained back power in next one. 

Pakistan and Bangladesh – Pakistan was 2 geographically separate territories held together by religion and Jinnah.  When he died, the 2 sides couldn’t agree to one leader. Civil war and separation resulted.  

Middle East Timeline

1948 – Israel established, 1st Arab-Israeli war

1956 – Suez Crisis (2nd Arab-Israeli War)

1967 – 6-Day War (3rd Arab-Israeli war)

1973 – Yom Kippur War (4th Arab-Israeli war)

1978 – Shah of Iraq overthrown

1979 – Camp David Accord

1980-88 – Iran-Iraq War

1991 – Oslo Accords, Gulf War.

Civil Rights

UN Declaration on Human Rights – statement of fundamental human rights, 1st time a credible organization said that people had human rights, Eleanor Roosevelt involved.  

Jim Crow Laws – racial laws against blacks

KKK – Ku Klux Klan, white protestant male right-wing group who ran around killing ppl in sheets

Brown vs. Board of Education – segregated schools not right

Montgomery Bus Boycott – Rosa Parks sat in front “white part” of bus to protest bus segregation.  She was kicked off, entire black community boycotted bus system until they desegregated buses.  

Desegregation in Little Rock – national guard sent in to escort black students to the white school.  

Martin Luther King – leader of black rights movement.  “I have a Dream” speech. Assassinated.  

Freedom Riders – blacks, and whites riding southern buses in protest of segregation rules

Black Power – headed by Malcom X, more radical black movement, wanted own country

Black Muslims – Mohammed Ali figurehead

Civil rights marches – people marching for black civil rights, usually all peaceful

South Africa

Nationalist Gov in South Africa – 1948, white population in power

Apartheid – separateness, racial segregation by law

African National Congress – set up in 1912 to fight for black rights

Bantustan – “homelands” set up for blacks.  Too small for all population to fit

Sophiatown – multi-racial township bulldozed by gov

1956-61 Treason Trials – gov arrested members of ANC, including Nelson Mandela

Pan-African Congress – radical blacks who broke away from ANC

Sharpville Massacre – police open-fired and killed 69 black demonstrators, wounded 181. 

Nelson Mandela – leader of ANC, later Pres of South Africa

United Nations

Security Council – real power of UN held by security council.  Made up of 5 permanent members (China, France, Britain, US and Russia) with veto power, and 10 non-permanent members which are elected for 2 year terms.  Security council is responsible for maintaining peace and security.  It can order a ceasefire, impost economic sanctions, and authorize use of military force against aggressor

Veto – right to reject a proposal or forbid an action, in the UN security council

General Assembly – the body  of the UN in which each member country has one vote and all nations are given the opportunity to express their views. 

Secretariat – Secretary-General of the UN, head of UN, considered to be most important public service job in the world.  Person must be acceptable to all UN nations, and not tied closely to a particular country or region. 

Humanitarian Organizations – organizations that are helpful to all people or the welfare of others. UN humanitarian organizations are coordinated by the Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC). Those organizations include: Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO), World Health Org (WHO), International Labour Org (ILO), United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF), and the United Nations Educational, Scientific, and Cultural Organization (UNESCO).  

Peacemaking – UN going into an area by force, to stop a conflict

Peacekeeping – already agreed ceasefire in the area, UN invited to bring a token force in to monitor the ceasefire

Korean War – First example of UN Peacemaking, after Korea came the Uniting for Peace resolution which lets the General Assembly make a decision dealing with international aggression, if the Security Council is deadlocked (by veto powers).  

Suez Crisis – First example of UN Peacekeeping, caused formation of international police force (UNEF)

Congo 1960 – Congo given independence 1960, split into 4 different leading groups, some requested help from USSR to keep independence, West scared USSR would gain influence there, so UN forces in, but only allowed to use force in self-defence (basically could do nothing).  Civil war seemed imminent, UN forces allowed to use force to prevent a civil war from occurring, but that wasn’t needed b/c 3 of the 4 groups met and decided on Adoula as their leader.  Diamond-rich Katanga region not part of agreement, so UN attacked it to remove it’s leader, Tshombe. Took over parts of Katanga, failed to get Tshombe.  UN Secretary-General flew down and was killed during the trip.  New Secretary-General agreed to 2nd attack to remove Tshombe, Tshombe scared into talks which lasted for a year, achieved little.  UN force ended up attacking Katanga again, Tshombe fled, Katanga was reunited with rest of Congo.  Disputed success of actions of UN, even though they basically completed it’s original tasks of 1)restoring order and maintaining it, 2)stopping other nations from becoming involved, 3)assisting in building up economy and 4)restoring political stability.  

Herein lies the majority of the information officially learned in History 12.
