	Black civil rights leader in the USA, came to fame by leading the Montgomery bus boycott of 1954-55. A fiery orator, he led many large civil rights marches which helped the passage of Johnson’s civil rights legislation. Assassinated 1968.
	Martin Luther King

	Last of the hard-line leaders of the Soviet Union, 1964-82. Launched the invasion of Czechoslovakia in 1968 and declared the Soviets’ right to intervene in Eastern Europe (the Brezhnev Doctrine).
	Leonid Brezhnev

	President of the USA 1963-68. Succeeded on the death of JFK. Pushed through the Civil Rights Act and Voters Rights Acts. Escalated the war in Vietnam, sparking major opposition at home. Did not run for re-election in 1968.
	Lyndon Johnson

	1954-5 boycott of public transit in Montgomery Alabama sparked by Rosa Parks’s refusal to move to the back of the bus. Start of the civil rights movement.
	Montgomery Bus Boycott

	President Johnson’s program for progressive social legislation. Derailed by the costs of the war in Vietnam.
	Great Society program
