	A dam on the Nile – one of Nasser’s projects to modernize Egypt. When the USA refused to fund the dam, Nasser nationalized the Suez Canal and thus sparked the 1956 Suez Crisis.
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	In response to Nasser’s nationalizing the Suez Canal, Israel, France and Britain invaded Egypt. (2nd Arab-Israeli War). An oil embargo by the USA and the threat of nuclear attack by the USSR caused them to withdraw, using Lester Pearson’s concept of UN peacekeeping to save face.
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	One of the concepts put forward by Khrushchev in his “secret speech” to the 20th Party Congress in 1956. The aim was to reduce Cold War tensions and allow the USSR to develop economically.
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	A reformist prime minister of Hungary, first from 1953-55, when he was removed for being too liberal. In 1956, after Khrushchev’s “secret speech” he was reappointed and started reforms. He went too far for Moscow, and the Red Army invaded, suppressing the Hungarian Uprising. Nagy was executed.
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	Inspired by Khrushchev’s “secret speech”, the Hungarians under Nagy began to loosen the grip of Communism. The Red Army invade in October, only to be persuaded to leave. When Nagy announced that Hungary was leaving the Warsaw Pact, the Red Army invaded again. After fierce fighting Nagy was deposed and the uprising crushed.
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
