Policies

1.   Attend all classes.  Regular attendance is a critical factor in any academic Grade 11 course. For an absence to be excused, you must bring a note from your parent/guardian on the day of your return.
2.   Tests and quizzes must be written on the prescribed day.  Absences on test days will be followed up.  A legitimate absentee may take the test upon return, or it may be entered as an “omit”. An illegitimate absence will be marked as 0.  Only a note from a parent or guardian excuses an absence, even if your parent has phoned.

3.   Be on time, with all equipment, for every class.  Remain in your seat until dismissed.

4.   Do not wear a hat, eat or drink in class.

5.   Hand work in on time.  If you are legitimately absent, it is your responsibility to find out what assignments have been handed out and to hand them in on your return.   Makeup assignments may be given for legitimate absentees.  Work handed in late without legitimate reason will be penalized  20%.  


If you have failed to hand in work without good reason during the semester, do not come to me at the end of it asking for a chance to hand it in late, or extra work to bring your mark up. You have to accept the consequences of your own decisions.

6.   Be polite and courteous. Work hard.  Do not disrupt the learning environment.
